I am a Flower Mound homeowner who lives near Flower Mound High School and I am writing to express my concerns regarding the proposed placement of the tennis courts, baseball and softball fields from their current locations on the FMHS site.  When the plans for the new freshman center were made public to the community this past fall, the information I received was that the land had been purchased for re-location of this sports complex near Liberty Elementary School.  I am now disappointed to have recently learned, although not from any LISD board or Flower Mound Planning & Zoning communications, that in closed sessions by the LISD Board, a large amount of land has already been purchased across Peters Colony for this complex. No documented evidence of homeowner involvement or notification of re-zoning plans on these decisions is able to be located by citizens.  Information has also been circulated that discussions have been held to use the proposed new complex for non-school related sports functions, such as weekend-long tournaments. This would exponentially increase traffic and noise in this high residential area. This proposed location change would now place the complex very near existing homes and have the following results:
1) A direct negative impact on homeowner quality of life, due to amplified noise levels during numerous baseball and softball games, including announcers and loud game and player music
2) A direct negative impact due to high intensity lights needed for evening baseball, softball and tennis games
3) A potentially negative impact on adjacent home values. Not all current and potential future homeowners view high levels of noise, light and traffic as an asset. The neighborhoods on Harris and Pecan Park Drive were both established long before Flower Mound High School was built, and the land on Peters Colony is not presently zoned for a sports complex.  I am interested in any data that LISD or the Town of Flower Mound has acquired related to the impact on homeowner property values when a school district expands land-use adjacent to residential areas.
4)  Increased danger to pedestrians and young student drivers attempting to navigate between the high school site and sports complex, often in the dark, on an already congested 2 lane Peters Colony road that borders the high school.
5) Waste of taxpayer money to destroy and re-locate perfectly up-to-date tennis courts, softball and recently upgraded baseball fields, as well as supporting parking lots.
I am requesting the review of the current proposed plans with impacted homeowner involvement, as well as consideration of additional proposals to include:
1) Location of the new 9th grade building on the newly purchased land, which would eliminate the noise and sound problems of the sports complex as well as the material and labor cost waste of re-locating the sports facilities.  
2) Adherence by LISD to already current Flower Mound zoning ordinances for light and sound near residences.
3) Creating additional parking lot space on the newly purchased land and build either a footbridge over Peters Colony or a lighted underground tunnel to ensure safe passage between the campuses. The tunnel could also serve as a tornado shelter for the schools and the community.
4) Construct appropriate privacy fences and landscaping to properly buffer the school activities from the existing neighborhoods. 
I thank you for considering my views and request that LISD amend its current plans for the new sports complex and instead construct the 9th grade campus on the newly acquired land north of FMHS and leave the current sports fields intact.
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
